It can look more different in people with Asian backgrounds, and just being able to understand that atopic dermatitis comes in more of a spectrum of presentations.

And then, certainly advocating for our patients and educating our colleagues in primary care so they can better identify atopic dermatitis when it has those atypical presentations. And be able to send them to us sooner so we can help control the disease before it gets out of hand.
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
